CURRENT RESEARCH PROJECTS

1. National and European Perspectives on Poverty & Social Exclusion: Analysing EU-SILC (with Bertrand Maître). This ongoing programme of research spans my involvement with the Irish Office of Social Inclusion and the EQUALSOC Network. It has so far produced a monograph and 3 journal articles and a submission to an international journal. It will also provide the basis for a number of further submissions to international journal.
2. Poverty and Deprivation in and Enlarged European Union This is a book proposal to Oxford University Press being developed jointly with Brian Nolan, Professor of Public Policy in UCD. The EU Social Inclusion Process has at its core a set of indicators designed to monitor progress and support mutual learning that is explicitly and designedly multidimensional. Despite this commitment to a multidimensional perspective, only limited progress has been made in teasing out how best to apply it in practice. This reflects limitations in the information available, but also in the conceptual and empirical underpinnings provided by existing research. The central aim of this book is to contribute to the development of those underpinnings, in particular by bringing out the key role that can be played by non-monetary indicators of deprivation. 
3.
